Beck View is situated in the Hala area of Lancaster, 
south of the city. 

There is good access to public transport (with 
buses going to Lancaster/Morecambe or Preston/
Blackpool) on a regular basis.  The bus taking 
you into Lancaster City Centre and Morecambe is 
every 10 minutes and stops right outside.  

There are a variety of small shops and Booths 
Supermarket withint walking distance as well as a 
hairdressers, beauty salon, take-away and a local 
pub and eaterie.  

A community centre and church hall managed by 
St. Paul’s Scotforth CofE Church is attached to the 
scheme and holds regular Sunday services and 
other church club related events which residents 
may enjoy.

It is 
surrounded by green recreational space which 
runs alongside Burrow Beck and provides a 
peaceful environment for the local community 
and wildlife to enjoy - hence the scheme’s name 
Beck View.
