She went herself and did not even care to ask me
to join later. When she came home she told me
she did not dance a single dance.

I made enquiries found out she danced (??) the
whole time (?). | even confronted before two men
with whom she danced.

Isobel went to the police station and lodged a
complaint against me for attempted assault.

I told the police all about her affairs with other
men whereupon Inspector Clerk said “Nobody is
more sorry for you Dr than | am.”

Detective Thompson said “Dr | know you are
heart broken but forgive and forget.”

Detective Stamton said “Why don’t you give a
good hiding to that man.”
