The statutory fees for supply of either the full electoral register, or the open (edited) register are:
▪ Data: £20.00 plus £1.50 for each 1,000 entries (or remaining part of 
1,000 entries) 
▪ Printed: £10.00 plus £5.00 for each 1,000 entries (or remaining part 
of 1,000 entries)

Please note that as Lancaster City Council administers two parliamentary constituencies, Lancaster & Wyre and Morecambe & Lunesdale, these charges are applicable to EACH parliamentary constituency separately, should you require both.  
VAT is not payable on any register that is sold because the supply is not in the course or furtherance of any business carried on by the registration officer.
