NOTES

1.
This application, together with the prescribed fee [see Payment Form B] per premises and workers without premises, should be sent to the Legal and Human Resources, Lancaster City Council, Town Hall, Lancaster, LA1 1PJ.  Cheques and Postal Orders should be made payable to LANCASTER CITY COUNCIL.
2.
The form should be completed by the applicant personally (i.e. by the person who is to carry on the practice or business concerned) or, if a limited company, by a person duly authorised by the company to make the application.

In the event of any person referred to in this application being a limited company, the registered office address of the company should be given.

4.
ACUPUNCTURE - with effect from the 1st May 1986, it will be unlawful for a person in the Lancaster City Council area -


(i)
to carry on the practice of acupuncture unless he is registered by the Council;



or

(ii)
to carry on the practice of acupuncture in premises not registered for that purpose by the Council (although a registered person will not contravene this provision merely because he sometimes visits people to give them treatment at their request).

The foregoing will not extend to the practice of acupuncture by or under the supervision of a person who is a registered medical practitioner or a dentist or to premises on which the practice of acupuncture is carried on by or under the supervision of such a person.

5.
TATTOOING, EAR-PIERCING AND ELECTROLYSIS - with effect from the 1st May 1986, it will be unlawful for a person in the Lancaster City Council area -


(i)
to carry on the business of tattooing, ear-piercing or electrolysis unless he is 
registered by the Council;



or

(ii)
to carry on such a business in premises not registered for that purpose by the Council (although a registered person will not contravene this provision merely because he sometimes visits people at their request to tattoo them or, as the case may be, to pierce their ears or give them electrolysis).

The foregoing will not extend to the carrying on of such a business as is mentioned above by or under the supervision of a person who is registered as a medical practitioner or to premises on which any such business is carried on by or under the supervision of such a person.
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
